James Lade
was a teacher
in the Division
of Science at
VCSU from
1956-1977.
The classes
he taught
included
Botany, Plant Taxonomy,
Microbiology, Field Ecology,
Comparative Anatomy,
Environmental Science, and
Mycology. He also offered a course
in Conversational Norwegian.

He was born in 1914 and
received a two-year teaching
certificate from Moorhead State in
1934. His teaching career began
with rural schools in Fosston, MN,
Tenstrike, MN, and Blackduck, MN.
In 1935, he became a licensed
radio amateur beginning a hobby
with ham radio that would span the
next 70 years. An accomplished
musician, he played violin, clarinet,
piano, and organ in a variety of
capacities including the Moorhead
State orchestra, the Grand Forks
Symphony Orchestra, and many
civic and church events.

During his teaching career
he influenced many students at
VCSU who would enter fields such
as medicine, forestry, mortuary
science, and especially high
school science teaching. Since his
specialty was botany, he enjoyed
gardening, planting trees and
growing plants indoors. He also
collected specimens and took
photos of plants and mushrooms in
the summer for use in his classes
in the fall.

HLC Accepts Progress Report
on M.Ed. Implementation

The Higher Learning Commission (HLC)
has accepted VCSU’s progress report on
the implementation of our online Master of
Education program and non-program graduate
courses, representing the completion of the
HLC approval process.

The progress report was recommended by
the focused team whose visit was instrumental
in the HLC'’s initial approval for VCSU to offer
the Master of Education degree in October,
2005. The recommendation suggested that the
progress report be completed by June 1, 2007,
and include program materials for the M.Ed.
concentrations in Teaching and Technology
and Technology Education, an update on the
credentials of the graduate faculty and Chair
of Graduate Studies, evidence of the use of
assessment data to improve student learning,
and evidence of the development of research
protocols to support graduate-level programs.
VCSU faculty and staff prepared the progress
report and submitted it in April.

In its analysis of the report, the HLC noted
that VCSU has taken important steps in the
development of the graduate culture at the
institution, including reorganizing the Division
of Education into the School of Education and
Graduate Studies, recognizing the Graduate
Council as a standing committee of the Faculty
Association, stabilizing key administrative
areas after a period of turn-over, and
establishing an administrative unit to handle
non-program graduate courses (‘Extended
Learning @ VCSU’).

The HLC’s next comprehensive evaluation of
the institution is scheduled for 2011. Until then,
no further reports are required. ¢

Don Hoff
Recognized as
2007 Teacher
of the Year

The VCSU Student Senate recognized
Assistant Professor Don Hoff as Teacher of the
Year for 2007. The award is given annually to a
professor who shows dedication to the students
of VCSU through innovative teaching methods
and continued professional development both
inside and outside of the classroom.

Jeremy Hulderman, Teacher of the Year
Committee Chair, said, “Mr. Hoff is one of
those rare breed of people that have that little
something special it takes to lead, and to help
learn. He is dedicated, and committed to his
university, the students of it, and the craft
of teaching the field of science at Valley City
State University. He embodies all the great
characteristics of a teacher, but he goes even
beyond that. One of his students wrote, ‘even
though we are deep within a subject area, he is
able to lighten the mood, and that helps bring
everyone back to focus.”

Hoff is on the faculty in the Division of Math,
Science, and Health & Physical Education. He
has been with VCSU for five years teaching
courses in Chemistry, Earth Science/

Geology, and Science Teaching Methods,

and supervising science student teachers. Prior
to joining VCSU, Hoff spent over 20 years as a
secondary science teacher in North Dakota and
the Marshall Islands, and spent one year working
for NASA. He holds a Bachelor of Science degree
in Chemistry from Dickinson State University,

a Master of Science degree in Earth Science/

University, and has completed extensive post-
graduate work. @

Dr. Ellen Chaffee “Woman of the Year”

The North Dakota Women’s Network named Dr.

Ellen-Earle Chaffee “Woman of the Year” at the
organization’s first annual meeting, training and
award dinner held June 15 in Fargo, ND.

In presenting the award, Renee Stromme,
Executive Director of the ND Women’s Network,
said, “Dr. Chaffee is well-known for her
phenomenal leadership for women in higher
education and beyond. She has long been a
champion for women ever since her involvement
in advancing the Equal Rights Amendment in
North Dakota as a young woman. In those efforts,
she was a frequent and compelling speaker
on women’s equality at schools, community
groups, the state legislature, and on radio and
television. She was president of the North Dakota

Commission on the Status of Women and the first

Title IX Compliance Officer at North Dakota State
University. She continues to work for women,
especially through her focus on equal opportunity
for women in higher education.”

Dr. Chaffee has been president of VCSU since
1993, and also served as President of Mayville
State University from 1993 until 2002. The
universities were among the first in the nation
to integrate information technologies into the
teaching and learning processes. During her
presidency, VCSU has been named to the U.S.
News “Best College” list nine years in a row,

was featured in six national publications on
instructional innovation, won five national awards,
and received a number of highly competitive
federal and foundation grants. The American
Association of University Administrators and
Computerworld have recognized Dr. Chaffee’s
leadership, as have the Information Technology
Council of North Dakota, the Greater North
Dakota Association, and Preservation North
Dakota. Dr. Chaffee has been national president
of two major higher education associations and
served nine years on the national accrediting
board for pharmacy education. She has written
five books and many articles on strategic
management, quality, innovation, and leadership.
Her community service focuses on rural economic
development. She earned a Ph.D. in higher
education administration and policy analysis at
Stanford University.

The ND Women'’s Network serves for the
advancement of women in North Dakota in the
areas of health and well-being, employment and
earnings, reproductive rights, social and
economic autonomy, and political participation.
As leaders, the NDWN will serve as the catalyst
for improving the lives of women through
communication, legislation and increased public
activism.
